
Information on Morton’s  
Residential Waste Program 

 
 
All Residents must have all their Residential Waste or Recyclable Waste properly contained, this action will greatly improve the Villages Storm Water Management Program. 
By not allowing your Residential Waste or Recyclable Waste to be blown or washed away, this will substantially reduce the amount of pollutants released into your 
environment. 
 
 
All Residential Waste shall be placed in containers on the curb line. Garbage shall be placed in garbage cans with lids, household garbage bags, Tote carts, or 65-gallon tote 
carts. The garbage cans and bags shall have a maximum capacity of 32 gallons. Other Residential Waste may be placed in either garbage cans, household garbage bags, 
Tote carts, or 65-gallon Tote carts, or boxes or baskets that will not break when wet of a size approximately equal to a 32 gallon garbage can or less. The cans, boxes, 
baskets, etc. (except tote carts), when filled shall not exceed 45 pounds in weight. We shall be obligated to collect items of Residential Waste which are within the size and 
weight limitations specified herein and which have affixed therein the proper number of Residential Waste Stickers. 
 
One (1) Residential Waste Sticker shall be required for each 32-gallon garbage can or bag of Residential Waste or other container having an approximate capacity of 32 
gallons. Three (3) Residential Waste Stickers shall be required for each 95-gallon Tote Cart containing Residential Waste. 
 
Each Residential Waste Sticker is $2.70. 
 
 
Residents have been given an option to the pay per bag program, Residents may elect to use a 65-gallon Tote Cart. The Residential tote fee shall be $11.50 per month and 
shall be paid quarterly in advance, Residents do not use stickers on the 65-gallon tote cart. If you would rather use this option, please contact our office for more information. 
 
During the period April 1 to November 30, We shall provide once per week collection and disposal of Landscape Waste from all Residents. During the period December 1 to 
March 31, We shall only collect Landscape Waste from Residents who have notified    GBT prior to the desired pickup. All Landscape Waste shall be placed on the curb line. 
All Landscape Waste shall be placed in Kraft paper Landscape Waste bags (absolutely no plastic bags) or garbage cans with up to a 32 gallon capacity, or in Tote carts. 
Brush must be tied (with string or rope, absolutely no plastic or wire), in bundles with a maximum size of 2-feet in diameter by 5-feet in length. The cans, bundles or tote Carts 
of Landscape Waste which are within the size and weight limitations specified herein, and which have affixed thereon the proper number of Landscape Waste Stickers. In 
addition, at all times during the year, We shall permit Residents to drop-off Landscape Waste at Our Landscape Waste drop-off location and pay the required disposal fee in 
the office located there. Said office will be open Monday through Friday, 8:00a.m. to 4:30 p.m., and Saturdays, April through October, 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon except on 
holidays listed below. Price for drop-off of each can or Kraft paper Landscape Waste bag or bundle with a maximum size of 2-feet in diameter by 5-feet in length is $1.65.   
 
One (1) Landscape Waste Sticker shall be required for each 32-gallon garbage can or Kraft paper Landscape Waste bag or bundle of brush, the size previously listed above. 
Two (2) Landscape Waste Stickers shall be required for each 95-gallon Tote Cart containing Landscape Waste. 
 
Each Landscape Waste Sticker is $2.00. 
 
 
We shall provide bi-weekly (every two weeks) collection and disposal of Recyclable Waste from all Residents. All Recyclable Waste shall be placed on the curb line. All 
Recyclable Waste shall be placed in recycling bins supplied by the Village or in other recycling bins substantially similar to those supplied by the Village and is clearly marked 
Recyclables. No stickers are necessary in order for GBT to collect Recyclable Waste. 
 
Recyclable Waste GBT accepts includes, steel, aluminum, and bi-metal cans, plastics marked #1 and #2 excluding containers that have contained hazardous or flammable 
chemicals in them, old Newspapers, magazines, junk mail, catalogs, clear glass jars, brown glass, and corrugated cardboard broken down in a size no greater than four sq. 
ft. and properly contained in a recycle bin. All steel, aluminum, and bi-metal cans, plastics marked #1 and #2, clear glass jars, and brown glass must be rinsed out. It is not 
necessary to separate your Recyclable Waste placed in recycle bins. Please do not place plastic bags of any kind with your recyclable waste, they are currently not accepted 
by the recycling processor.  
 
In the event that a Recyclable Waste is no longer accepted by GBT recycling processor, GBT will place at least two notices on separate dates in either the Morton Courier or 
the Morton Times News at least 10 days prior to discontinuance of item. 
 
GBT shall not provide collection and disposal of Residential Waste, Landscape Waste or Recyclable Waste on the following holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas Day. In any week in which one of the foregoing Holidays occurs on a weekday, the collection day for any 
Resident whose regular collection day falls on or after such holiday shall be delayed one day. 
 
We are responsible for billing and delivery and maintenance of the 65 gallon Tote Cart. This does not include any cleaning of the Tote Carts. 
 
Please give GBT a call during business hours listed below to assist you in disposing of other types of wastes and bulky items. 
 
GBT office hours are Monday through Friday, 8:00a.m. to 4:00 p.m., and Saturdays, April through October, 8:00a.m. to 12:00 noon except holidays listed above. GBT office is 
located at 1090 W. Jefferson St., Morton, Illinois.
